Individual scores are noted and published to the contact person for your association, the
association average is published, and scores of concern (below 70) will be reported to
your local association as there is a minimum score of 70 to be assigned a semi-final or
final play-off game. Officials not scoring at 70 or above may take the test next year
without cost.

1. 2"%and 10 at B’s 15. Team A is illegally in motion at the snap. Al breaks into
the clear and is running for an apparent touchdown. At B’s 5 yard line, A1 turns
and taunts Team B’s players before scoring a touchdown. (Bin Book 2008)

2. 1%and 10 at A’s 20. A1 pass is caught by A2 at Team’s A 30 yard line. A2
fumbles at A’s 35 yard line, where B3 recovers. B70 was flagged for roughing
the passer. (Burton 2008)

3. The free kick by K1 from K’s 40-yard line is muffed by R1 and then touched by
K2 before it rolls out of bounds at R’s 10-yard line. (WOA Test 2007)

4. 2" and 5 from A’s 45. Al throws a screen pass behind the neutral zone. The
pass is touched by B1 and continues in flight beyond the neutral zone where it
subsequently falls incomplete. A2 has gone downfield and blocks B2 before the
pass is touched. (Play of the Day 2008)

5. 1% and 10 from A’s 20. A1 carries to Team A’s 35 yard line. A2 is flagged for
holding at A’s 25. (Bin Book 2008)

6. 1% and 10 from A’s 20. Al carries to Team A’s 35 yard line. B2 is flagged for
grabbing (incidental), but not twisting A3’s face mask at A’s 40 yard line. (Bin
Book 2008)



7. 1" and 10 from A’s 20. Al fumbles at A’s 25 yard line. The ball rolls forward
and out of bounds at Team A’s 29. (NASO Quiz 2008)

8. 3rd and goal from B’s 5-yard line, when QB A10’s pass is intercepted by B20
and advanced for an apparent touchdown. During B20’s run, B50 clips at B’s 45-
yardline and the coach of B steps onto the field to point out that Paul Collard
cannot see and is flagged for an unsportsmanlike act. (Burton 2008)

9. 1% and 10 from A’s 40. A1l advances the ball to Team’s A’s 45 when B30 grabs
and twists Al’s face mask. A1l fumbles the ball at the 50 yard line, where B3
recovers the loose ball. (Burton 2008)

10. 4™ and 15 at R’s 45. K1’s untouched punt rolls into Team R’s end zone. While
the ball is in flight, R2 clips K3 at R’s 25. (Bin Book 2008)

Extra Credit (2 points)

Team A kicks a field goal to tie the game at the end of regulation. Team B roughs the
kicker on the play. (2008 NF case book)
